Inquest Records, Somerset, 1315-21
1. William de Poukewalle came from Dunster market place on Sunday 5 October 1315 until he reached Middlecombe, where certain unknown and wicked strangers attacked him and wounded him on the head. He died of the injuries. 

2. On 10 July 1316, John, son of Stepeh de Alcombe, went to the meadow at Walllen and pastured the sheep of the Prior of Dunster. He was playing a game by himself and as he jumped he fell on his own knife causing a mortal wound in his leg.  He lived until 16 July.

3. On 17 July 1316 Gilbert le Tournour was at his father’s house in Periton. He picked up a knife from his father’s bench and while going to the hall door he fell on it and gave himself a mortal wound by which he died at once. He was eighteen months old.  

4. On 31 July 1316 John Broun of Bedminster found his son dead. John Broun junior was at the house of Richard le Drenkere. He wished to go into the garden for a drink from the well, and as he tried to draw the water from it in a dish he fell in and was drowned. He was two and a half years old. 

5. In the night of 2 October 1316 three robbers, strangers and unknown, came to the house of Richard Elyman at Sandhill, stole from him, tied him up and struck him on the head, causing mortal wounds from which he died at once.

6. On 13 May 1317 Joan de Blakeworthe went across Bynnewothe Bridge and falling into the water was drowned. 
7. On 7 September 1319 Richard Nogher of Whitstone found his daughter Ellen dead.  Ellen dropped an apple in a spring in Whitstone and in trying to reach it fell in and was drowned.

8. On 8 October 1319 Roger de Hecbaldenham of Shropshire was in the barn of the rector of east Luccombe throwing down straw from a stack and he fell on his neck. He died on 18 October. 

9. On 3 October 1320 Thomas de Pyrkeslade was working on his forge at Prickslade and as he went out of the door a beam of the forge fell on his head. He died on 6 October.

10.  0n 30 December 1320 Nicholas de Harwode of Lucott found his daughter Eghelina de Harwode dead at Belbrook in Exmoor. Eghelina was coming from Molton in Devon on 24 December to make her way towards her father’s house at Lucott. At Bellbrook night and snow overcame her and buried her body.
11.  In the night of 12 February 1321 William and Alice were in the House of John Hamound at Exford when straw from a cot bed fell on the fire, burned the house down and William and Alice with it.

12.  On 9 April John le Taillour of Hawkwell found his son William le Taillour of Hawkwell dead there. William was lying in his cot next to the fire in his father’s house and was burned to death. He was sixteen weeks old. 
13.  On 3 September 1321 Henry Proute found Robert le Vayre of Carhapton dead at Dunster harbour. Roberty le Vayre came from Wales on 31 August and he lay down at Dunster harbour and died of wretchedness and want.
14.  On 16 October 1315 Habraham atte Forde of Preston Priors found a strange man dead in a lane between Preston Priors and Milverton in a place called Gorrenhende. On 16 October the dead man with three others, strangers and unknown, came to the house of Gilbert le Fissere of Halse where they has breakfast and after breakfast they agreed to go to Bampton Fair. After breakfast they set out on their way, in agreement and peaceably, until they came to a lane called Gorrenhende and there it happened that two of them cut them cut the throat of the deceased, so that he died at once, and the fourth man they struck on the head because he refused to help them. The two unknown felons immediately ran away.
15.  On 30 January 1317 William de Wodeford found Christina de Combeflori dead at Rowdon. Christina, a poor child, was abandoned, they do not know by whom, because she was without a father and mother, and she was aged a year or more. She died at once from weakness and cold. The Sheriff of Somerset is ordered to make a more thorough investigation.
